D Marshals on motorcycles will ride in the series,
they are equipped with fluorescent vests and are
present for your safety, respect their messages.

D Never overtake security vehicles.

D Stay vigilant and do not hinder other participants.
Any driver deemed dangerous will be
immediately excluded.

D In case of problem, fall or breakdown, the
intervention teams arrive. If everithing is all right,
take refuge behing the rails. DON'T STAY NEXT TO
YOUR MOTORBIKE AND KEEP YOUR HELMET ON.
Don't try to get out of the trough and wait for the
intervention team.

D If in doubt about your health, do not move.
DO NOT REMOVE YOUR HELMET. The marshals will
protect you and the medical team will arrive.
